Outreach. We know we’ve been around a long time. Lots of fans don’t. Help
us increase our social media presence to make Escapade thrive, improve,
and keep going strong.

Convention Guidelines

Safe Space. Because we were all-in-ignorance a “safe space” before the
phrase developed social meaning, we never thought much about defining it
in print. But it’s important to say that Escapade welcomes all fans regardless



of gender, orientation, preference, identity, ethnicity, age, or ability. The
Evelyn D. scholarship is available specifically for trans or questioning fans.

Photos. You need the permission of anyone you want to photograph. If an
attendee’s badge has a red bar across the top, it means “NO PHOTOS”
period. Don’t even ask. Respect the “no photos” rule.

Consuite Food. We start the convention suite snacks with a big initial buy, as
well as extremely generous gifts from people like Dail and De and Franzeska
and Stranger, who bring chili and barbeque and brownies to share with all of
us. We also know that for some fans, the consuite food can help make
attendance possible. So if you're willing to volunteer, we’ve brought
volunteer rations—extra, quick-and-easy food set aside to help you through
the weekend.

Who to Ask What

Misti: anything about volunteering, or the convention suite—how you can
use it. You can ask where the volunteer food station is, and still enjoy a share
of everything else on offer. You can ask Misti whether (or when) you might
throw a party in the con suite, or how to schedule the side rooms to pimp
your fandoms, play games, or find entirely new uses for those rooms that we
haven’t thought of yet.

Naked Bee knows everything about the art show. She knows everything
about art, really, and curates the displays while she runs the art show and
auction. She also welcomes volunteers and visitors.

Ken manages the dealer’s room and Orphan Zine table, and will talk Trek,
Hannibal, Twin Peaks and anything fannish. Be sure to visit the dealer’s room
often, because the people there are as interesting as the items they have to
show and sell.

Jo handles onsite tech, and will run Saturday night’s vid show. Thanks Jo, the
vid show team, and the vidders whose awesome work we love.

Megan & Charlotte will help in any way they can, with anything they can.
And they will be ecstatic to accept suggestions for how to make
EscapadeCon better next year (or this year). Hotel problem? Ask us (or
Misti). People problem? Ask us; we might know the personalities and be able
to shed light on something. Co-mod problem? Especially before a panel, ask
us. We'll do our best to help you make your panels more inviting and
exciting. Also feel free to:

-Share any great ideas with us at the con (and feel free to follow up with
email);

-tell us if you know of a new hotel nearby, or want to endow a scholarship. It
might be important info to share at the closing panel.

Atrium: that huge open space that makes some of us feel we’re on Ceres
Station from The Expanse. It's a great public space to meet friends and make
friends. It’s where breakfast is served every morning (free to hotel guests),
and where some of the best conversations start before panels, or continue
after them.

You can find the Schedule Online (and links to download the Program Book
and the one-sheet “pocket program,” and the place you sign up for DIY

Posted Schedules Onsite at the hotel. You'll find large-format schedules
posted on the inside of panel room doors, and in the Consuite.

How to promote DIY Updates onsite. If you’ve added a DIY Update after the
program book and schedules were printed, make sure you take a marker
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and add your panels to the large-format schedules throughout con space, so
others will see them.

Zine Library: hundreds of old-school fanzines are brought and set up in the
consuite each year. It’s an impressive look back at the days before the
internet. Over 300 zines and 40 fandoms.

Slash Swap Meet (in Marina del Rey). The Slash Swap Meet is a miracle of
fannish generosity. Some fans drop off collectibles from fandoms they no
longer love, and pick up something from a new fandom they’re into. Others
find new stuff they adore but didn’t bring anything to swap, so they make a
donation to the Swap jar. It's awesome, and it supports both the con and the
con charity.

Scholarships

Escapade has three named scholarships that acknowledge vidders, lovers of
fandom, and the diversity we continue to love and support.

The Sandy Herrold Memorial Scholarship remembers a grand hostess of
fandom and seeks to support vidders in particular. The Stacy Doyle
Memorial Scholarship remembers an Escapade supporter who was with us
from Escapade-the-first, and who was always there to lend a hand, her
enthusiasm, and her love of fandom. The Evelyn D. Scholarship was created
to support fans who are non-binary or transgender.

Scholarship funds might cover the entire cost of a con: plane tickets, hotel
costs, even meals. Or they might offer that little boost to make attending
easier. Sometimes, the break of a convention makes all the difference in a
fan’s life. Thank you, donors.

Each year, conventions of our size become harder to finance. Delightful
offerings in this year’s auction include a vid by Luminosity, a Kindle Fire, gift
cards, Escapade mugs, and hand-knitted items) to help cover Escapade’s
shortfall, which is about $4,000.
